Item 3.    A motion was made by Chad Lobaugh and seconded by Charlene Lewis to accept the February 8, 2011 regular meeting minutes.  Motion carried. 

Item 4.  A motion was made by Chad Lobaugh and seconded by Bill Lindenborn to accept the February 2011 financials with the noted corrections to the USDA account.  Motion carried.

Item 5.  Kelly Bolen briefly discussed the progression of the Burkburnett Magazine, new funding available through the USDA Energy Efficiency Program, the completion of the USDA funding for the Whaley project, an application for assistance that had been received from Little Critters, and the Economic Development Institute that she is scheduled to attend.

Item 6.  Mike Avey addressed the board of directors in reference to his concerns with the Carter Aerospace Development project, specifically the need for a landing strip and the use of hazardous chemicals.  Board members reviewed and discussed Mr. Avey’s concerns as well as the concerns addressed in the letter from the Sheppard Military Affairs Committee.  Board members went on to discuss the Carter’s request for assistance in building a runway and additional fund needed for the project.  A motion was made by Charlene Lewis and seconded by Bill Lindenborn to withdraw the BDC’s offer for assistance with the Carter Aerospace Development project due to negotiations being too far apart.  Motion carried.
Item 7.  Kelly Bolen apprised the board of the tentative schedule for the upcoming Wichita County Days in Austin.  Darren Broadus and Carl Law will be attending the event on behalf of the BDC and the City of Burkburnett.
Item 8.  Board members were presented with a copy of the fiscal year 2010 audit for review.  

Item 9.  Kelly Bolen apprised the board of the bids received pertaining to the strategic planning session.  Currently two bids have been received; both bids are in excess of $45,000.00 plus expenses.  Kelly has been discussing alternatives with representatives from Oncor and will contact representatives at the SBDC to discuss other possible options for the session.

Item 10.  Kelly Bolen presented the three previously opened bids for the sale of the Bobcat 763 for the boards review.  A motion was made by Jerry Johnson and seconded by Chad Lobaugh to accept Scott Dolan’s bid of $3500.00.  Motion carried

Item 12.  Darren Broadus discussed his recent conversations with Ray Sanders in reference to the expansion of the apartment complex.  Darren stated that Mr. Sanders is interested in the BDC’s property located adjacent to the current complexes but that he is not willing to commit to the purchase of the property at this time.
